Esta disciplina visa a proporcionar aos estudantes um debate em torno dos conceitos-
chave de Ciéncia Politica e RelagBes Internacionais para analisar transi¢cao de poder,
hegemonia e mudanga na/da ordem internacional. Para isso, serdo examinadas
conjunturas histoéricas criticas e alguns processos de transformagdo politica, social e
econdmica nas relagdes internacionais, a exemplo da emergéncia dos EUA como
poténcia hegemonica, dos processos de descolonizagao, da crise do sistema de Bretton
Woods, do fim da Guerra Fria e da emergéncia da China. Também serdo discutidos os
impactos e as instabilidades sistémicas que mudangas climaticas e epidemias podem
produzir na ordem internacional.

Avaliagao: serao considerados como critérios a frequéncia e a participagao em aula
(20%), a apresentacdo do esboco do trabalho (20%) e a submissdo do trabalho final
